
CHAPTER 4


EDUCATION
SCHOOLS
Lewisville is served by Joint Jefferson School District 251.  District offices are located in Rigby, five miles east of Lewisville.   Included in district schools are Midway, Roberts, Harwood and Kinghorn Elementary Schools; Midway Middle School, Roberts Middle School, and Rigby Junior High School; Rigby High School, and Jefferson High School which is an alternative school for “at risk” students grades nine through twelve.  Although local schools are crowded and children must be  bussed to classrooms in other towns, the district has no plans to build additional schools until current school bonds expire.

Primary school children, kindergarten through fifth grade, attend school at Midway Elementary in Menan, about two miles from the southern border of the city limits.  Children meet the bus at the corners of First South and various cross streets.  Two busses, one for secondary students, and one for elementary students, travel within the city limits.  The total enrollment for 1996 was 482 students.  The exact number of Lewisville students attending Midway Elementary was not available for this report.  The projected 1997-1998 enrollment was 479, a slight decrease in the number of total students.  Sixth grade students are bussed to Roberts Elementary in Roberts, about five miles west of Lewisville.  The exact number of Lewisville students is not available.

Seventh grade students are bussed to Midway Middle School in Menan, less than a mile from the southern border of the city.  The 1996-1997 enrollment at Midway Middle School was 498.  The projected 1998 enrollment shows a slight increase at 508 students.  Eighth and ninth grade students are bussed to Rigby Junior High School in Rigby, about five miles east of Lewisville.

Students in grades ten through twelve are bussed to Rigby High School in Rigby.  There are a few Lewisville students attending Jefferson High School.   The exact number of Lewisville students was not available for this report.

College or technical school students may attend Idaho State University, BYU-Ricks, and University of Idaho extension centers, or Eastern Idaho Technical College, as well as other schools, in Idaho Falls about 15 miles south of Lewisville.  Ricks College, a private, junior college, is located in Rexburg about 15 miles north of Lewisville.  Students seeking further education or classes not offered in extension centers must travel to other areas of the state or out of the state to attend universities.  Several private and parochial schools are located within 20 miles of Lewisville.

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SCHOOL ENROLLMENT
The 1990 census indicates a total of 185 people from three to 25 years old were attending school, or 38.86 percent of the total population of 471.  Five children were attending preschool, 158 children were in elementary or high school, 1.3 percent of the children were attending private schools, and 22 people were attending college.  Five students 16 to 19 years old had left school before graduation, but were employed.

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EDUCATIONAL ATTAINMENT
The 1990 census surveyed 237 people over 25 years old.  Nine of those completed less than ninth grade.  Twenty-five attended grades nine to twelve, but did not graduate from high school.

One hundred graduated from high school, and about half of those attended some college.  Forty-five people achieved a college degree.

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COMPARISON
Lewisville ranks above both Jefferson County and Idaho State in the number of high school graduates.  More than 85 percent of the population have completed twelve or more years of education.  Nearly 10 percent have completed a bachelor’s degree or higher.  County statistics show 77 percent completed more than twelve years of education and nearly 12 percent completed sixteen or more years of school.  The state’s percentages show 80 percent completing 12 or more years and 18 percent completing l6 or more years of school.
