SPECIAL AREAS
HISTORICAL AREAS
Although there are no designated historical sites in Lewisville, there are several buildings that were erected during the early settlement of the town that are still in use.  There are also land areas, such as the cemetery, that have significant historical value.  According to state and national historical registry information, these sites may qualify for designation as historical sites and could be considered for restoration funds (grants).

ARCHEOLOGICAL SITES
There are no recorded archeological sites in the city or within the one-mile impact area.  However, there are evidences of Native American and trapper campsites located nearby, particularly on the Menan Buttes a few miles to the north.

WILDLIFE AND WETLAND AREAS
There are no designated wildlife or wetland areas in Lewisville, although, the Snake River Dry Bed lies within the one-mile impact zone.  Some surrounding areas, particularly in Menan and Roberts, experience flooding and are in designated flood plain areas.  However, Lewisville is not included in that area.  The Market Lake bird refuge is located northwest of the city, but, it is outside of the one-mile impact area.

NATURAL RESOURCES
There is no mining, logging, or development of other natural resources in the city.

HAZARDOUS AREAS
There are no designated hazardous areas in Lewisville City.  There is, however, the potential for pollution of domestic wells caused by high ground water in the summer months.  The use of chemicals in industry and farming within the city and the one-mile impact zone, also create the possibility of pollution of the extensive Snake River Aquifer located beneath the city, which supplies water for most of the communities in Eastern Idaho.
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
